The Queensland Police Citizens Youth Welfare Association (PCYC) is funded to coordinate and deliver  activities for National Youth Week (NYW) across Queensland in 2015 and 2016

National Youth Week overview

National Youth Week (NYW) is a joint Commonwealth, State, Territory and Local Government initiative and has been held during April each year since its inception in 2000.

The overall theme for NYW is “Celebrate and recognise the value of all young Australians to their communities.”

The national objectives for NYW are to:

-give young people aged 12-25 an opportunity to express their ideas and views, raise issues of concern to them, act on issues which affect their lives and create and enjoy entertainment

-give the wider community the opportunity to listen to young people and acknowledge and celebrate the positive contributions made by their efforts and achievements

-promote a community focus on issues of concern to young people. 
The primary focus of NYW in Queensland is to enhance the well-being, safety, health and participation of young people, with a priority in engaging vulnerable and marginalised young people. 

The purpose of NYW Queensland Grants Initiative is to support the social inclusion of young people in programs, events or activities in their community which promote a positive profile of young people in the community. 
The Initiative also results in positive outcomes for local communities by promoting social cohesion and active participation, and strengthens relationships between government and community service partners. 

The objectives of NYW are to:

give young people aged 12-25 an opportunity to express their ideas and views, raise issues of concern to them, act on issues which affect their lives and create and enjoy entertainment

give the wider community the opportunity to listen to young people and acknowledge the positive contributions made by their efforts and achievements

promote a community focus on issues of concern to young people.

On behalf of the Queensland Government, PCYC is to administer a Community Small Grants program in the lead up to NYW commencing in January each year. The intent of the small grants program is to increase youth engagement and community engagement and link National Youth Week to the Queensland Youth Strategy (.pdf link - opens in new window). The Queensland Youth Strategy (QYS) focus for NYW 2015 is Volunteering and Participation. 

The Community Small Grants program will fund National Youth Week events held by community organisations across the state. Funds are to be distributed via an application process to community organisations interested in receiving a subsidy for an event themed around NYW and the QYS. The maximum grant an organisation may receive is $1,500 (GST Exclusive). Activities should be planned in collaboration with government and non-government organisations that work with and on behalf of young people.

Background information for you to consider:

· NYW 2015 Theme “It Starts With Us” or QYS focus on Volunteering and Participation

· Up to $1,500 (GST exclusive) per event. Only one application per event will be considered.

· Young people (12 – 25 yrs.) involved in decision making processes and given opportunities to influence NYW Events.

· Young people from marginalised backgrounds, rural or remote locations, and Culturally and Linguistically Diverse backgrounds are actively supported to be involved in NYW Events.

· Partnerships with other youth-centric organisations are encouraged.

· Must be held in National Youth Week – Friday 10th to Sunday 19th April 2015
The closing date for applications is Monday 9:00AM 15th of December 2014.

Queensland will roll out the National Disability
Insurance Scheme (NDIS) from 1 July 2016 and it’s time to
start getting ready.

Nine organisations have been funded by the Department
of Communities, Child Safety and Disability Services to
support Queenslanders with disability, their families and
carers to make the most of the opportunities the NDIS
will bring.

About the NDIS

The NDIS is a new way of providing people with disability
across Australia with support to meet their disability
needs and link with their community.

Under the NDIS, people who are eligible will be able to
access reasonable and necessary supports to live in the
community and work towards their goals and aspirations,
over their lifetime.

People will have choice and control over their disability
supports, including being able to choose who provides
supports and how they are managed.

Helping people with disability get ready for the NDIS

In Queensland, people with disability, their families and
carers can learn more about the NDIS and what it means
by getting involved in Participant Readiness activities like
workshops, meetings, forums, online resources and home
visits, coaching and mentoring.

The nine funded organisations will offer a range of
Participant Readiness activities from now through to
December 2015.
